March 29, 2009 NSDA Board Members held a conference call.

Roll Call was answered by Jeff Mundorf, Tim Gifford, Fen Danielson, John Holman, Shalee Paxton, Rudy Starke, and Bill Stone.

Discussion was made on which trials to sanction, 21 trials have been submitted in all.  

Jeff M. motioned to sanction all 21 trials that requested, 2nd by Fen D.  Motion carried.
There was discussion about how many trials to count towards the High Point Dog award.
Fen D. made a motion that no more than 50 % of the sanctioned trials be counted for the High Point Dog; 2nd by Bill Stone.  Motion carried.

Bill Stone brought up that we need to take a look at the points system that we currently use.  Discussion was brought up to make a proposal through email and newsletter.
Tim made motion to use this system for 2009: any team with at least 70% of the total points of the top dog in that class will move up.   John seconded and the motion passed.  Please note that this system moves teams up based on their performance relative to the class winner and not by the number of dogs that competed during the year!!!
John asked the group what we could do to improve the quality of the dogs being consigned to the classic sale.  The following suggestions were discussed:

1. Require all entries to be accompanied by an unedited video showing the dog working cattle.  This video would be reviewed and approved by the sale committee before the entry would be accepted.  The sale committee is defined as the judges, BoD present,  and NCC manager

2. All dog are subject to an additional sift after the trial!  Any dogs found to be 

below the working standards of the cattle dog committee will not be

  
 allowed to sell in that evenings Classic sale.  Dogs sifted from the sale would

 have their entry fee refunded by the NCC.

3.  Review the health standards for entries and also include that the dogs must be

       wormed within 30 days of the sale.

Tim asked the board for a $500 donation towards the Nationals Finals Handler’s Supper.  John Made motion to pass and Jeff 2nd the motion.  Also that the NSDA members help serve it.  

Fen made a motion to adjourn and Tim 2nd the motion. 

Call ended at 9:30p.m.
